Part 1: Sampling Through Facebook

1. Reconnect with the person, ask all about them and how they have been. 
2. When they ask how you have been, talk about your family etc, but then give them a short version of your product story. 
3. Then say "I'm putting together some essential oil gift packages this month with some of the essential oils that we use (be relevant to their challenges or needs). WOULD IT BE OKAY IF I SENT YOU A GIFT PACKAGE? 

(not would you like or do you mind, you must say "would it be okay". No one says no to that phrase) 
4. Grad their address and let them know that you would like to make sure and explain how to use them and a couple precautions and ask "Would it be okay if I called you when the gift package arrived? Plus, I would love to talk and catch up. 

(It's important to get their number otherwise you are mailing them a $3 package with no real way to follow up)

So what are you sending them? 

1. A-Z guide or applicable pdf related to a specific health challenges
2. 2-3 high impact oils: deep blue, wild orange, serenity, balance, peppermint etc. Oils that have an immediate impact. 

Here is an example of the letter you can send: 

Barry,

It was great to see you at the gym and catch up. Life is a gift, each day and I really don’t believe that things happen by chance. I hope these oils can help you alleviate some of the pain or at least the next time you will have a jump start to stop the issue from getting worse. As you know, it’s all about prevention. We have loved feeling empowered by having natural alternatives to prevent and protect our kids and ourselves against health challenges that pop up and I’m sure you will too. 

So here is a little background on what I’m giving you. Essential oils are safer, often more effective and less expensive than many over the counter and prescription medications. I’m sure you will fall in love with them just like I have.  When people are as patient with natural medicine as they are with synthetic medication, they almost always find what works well for them. 

Deep Blue is a blend of essential oils specifically to help with pain, inflammation and repairing damaged tissue. It can be used for joint and muscle pain, head and neck tension, and inflammation in the back or other problematic areas. Apply 1-2 drops to problem area. Dilute with coconut oil for sensitive skin. (a little goes a long way so just use a tiny amount to see how it feels) 

Frankincense is one of the most valuable oils and as you know has been used through out time for it's amazing healing properties. It is incredible for cell vitality, reducing inflammation and enhancing the power of other oils. Apply 1-2 drops to the inflamed area or for respiratory infection place on chest. You can use it internally and also through smell. Frankincense has been used a lot for it's ability to inhibit certain forms of cancer. Apply 1-2 drops to the area of your dogs body, right by the kidney. 

Wild Orange is incredible for uplifting and helping with wellness challenges related to depression and emotional wellness. Vanderbilt medical center uses this essential oil in their ER, to relieve stress and cleanse the air. It is highly anti bacterial and anti viral. Best used by putting a couple drops in your hand, rubbing your hands and inhaling. You can also diffuse it or put a couple drops in water as an natural energy booster.

The guide is a great way to learn about essential oils.  It is a great reference guide, so you can look up a variety of health problems and find out which essential oils are commonly used for each.
